


























SHS co-sponsors lively vintage fashion Show

On September 12th, the Summit Historical Society and the Summit County
Arts Exhibit Committee presented a vintage Fashion Show and Tea at the Sen-
ior Center in Frisco. Vintage fashions from SHS archive collection were mod-
eled by women from the community. The models included Pat Dahly and Gail
Westwood from Summit Historical Society and KimNicoletti, Latanya Hill, Pat
Hassenfus, Jan Shipman, and nine year-old Ellie Michaelson of Dillon.

The models were escorted by Mr. Bob French and Mr. James Nicholls, who
added greatly to the presentation of the 1910 wedding dress of Anna Bailiff
upon her marriage to Lansing Emore and also the 1913 wedding dress of
Minnie Dussing upon her marriage to Bill Thomas , owner of Bill’s Ranch.

Ellie Michaelson, a student at Summit Cove Elementary School, modeled a
child’s dress from the Boyd collection in the archive inventory.

The list of fashions included a 1900s black seal-skin coat donated by Mr.

Irmal Miller in2009. Mr. Miller’s niece, Audrey Berry, was the third owner of
the coat and encouraged her uncle to donate the coat to the Historical Society.
Audrey came from Grand Junction to attend the fashion show and tea and was
recognized when the fur coatand flapper dress was modeled by Kim

Nicoletti.

Valerie Breigenzer styled the model’s hair to represent the time period of the
fashions.

This set the mood and added greatly to the presentation of the fashions.

Ashley Prill from RSN announced the fashions and Maureen Nicholls fol-
lowed with a history of the garments and/ or the history of what was happing
in Summit County at that time. Nancy Wiedel deftly provided appropriate
background music on the grand piano on stage.

Members of Summit County Arts Exhibit Committee included Sue Paluska,
who presented a lovely Tea, Karen Russell chaired the Silent Auction, Sandy
Greenhut took care of ticket sales, Janet Elich designed an enchanted atmos-
phere for the event, and Bonnie Norling Wakeman took care of advertising.
